2You yourselves are our
letter, written on our hearts, known and read by everybody. ® You show that you
are a letter from Christ, the result of our ministry, written not with ink but with the

Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone but on tablets of human hearts.

The Point of View, lesson series takes its root from, Il Corinthians 5:16, “So
from now on we regard no one from a worldly “point of view”. The lens through
which the believer looks is through the lens of Christ mission and eternity. The
Point of View lesson series will challenge teenagers to, 1) View life through the
lens of Christ compelling love for mankind (Il Cor. 5:14-21), 2) Understand the

plans of God and his eternal yes through his promises, (Il Cor. 1:12-23), 3)
Accept the mission of Reconciliation, (5:18-6:2), 4) Live lives of holiness and
sanctification,(6:1--9:15), 5) Encourage students that God works through our
strengths and weaknesses, (10:1--12:21) and finally, 6) to examine their lives
through the lens of faith, action and truth (13:1-14).
